1. Choose a learning target 

2. Determine the student readiness level – Is this for a student with new or advanced knowledge? Will this be used as a review lesson or to check for student understanding?

3. Think of 6 different categories that would have 5 items in each category. You will need a total of 30 cards. (If you have 5 cards in each category, only one student will be able to collect 3 cards in that category. For this reason, you will not want to have 6 cards in 5 categories.)

Triplets©
Each pair of students gets a deck of cards

Each person is dealt 6 cards. The remaining cards in the deck are placed face down. The top card is then placed “face” up next to the deck.

The object of the game is to get two groups of three cards that are the “same” – have the same solution or fit into the same category.

To begin play, determine the answer to the cards in your hand. You may want to place a sticky note with the answer on the card in your hand. Be careful not to tell what cards you are collecting. You may either take the card that is “face up” or draw one from the pile.  You may only have 6 cards in your hand at a time. Discard one card. Play continues until one player has two groups of three. 

When the game is over, write down the answers (& problems) of the six cards in your hand. Turn this in to the teacher.
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
